You need to be okay with others not 
being okay with you. You don’t need everyone to celebrate you. You don’t need all your co-
workers or relatives to cheer you on. If you become too dependent on other people’s approval, 
you will waste your time trying to obtain their acceptance, or vindicating yourself. You have all 
you need with God’s approval.
